e I[nspect the inside of the tires for loose & '3!?
rubber shavings. \

e Match tires with rims of the appropriate size. \

e Rim parts should never be modified or :
welded.

® Do not attempt to seat rim parts by
hammering on them when the tire is partially
or fully inflated.

¢ Do not stand directly in front of a tire when
inflating.

e Do not overload tire.

e Do not over-inflate a tire.
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e Creases or Wrinkles.

e Discoloration.

e Bumps.

e Broken cords.

e Groove in sidewall of tire.

e Cuts in liner.

e Damage to the rim of the
vehicle.

e Rubber shavings inside
the tire.

e Holes or Splits.

e Punctures (caused by a
sharp object).

e Under-Inflated tire.
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
